PRE-ANESTHETIC BLOODWORK AND IV CATHETER & FLUIDS

PRE-ANESTHETIC BLOODWORK

A pre-anesthetic blood screen includes a panel of chemistries checking the liver, kidneys, glucose, and total protein levels. This
screening includes a CBC (complete blood count) to check for abnormalities in the red and white blood cells. Pre-anesthetic
bloodwork is required for all patients 7 years or older.

IV CATHETER AND FLUIDS
An IV catheter and fluids provide valuable cardiovascular support for patients under anesthesia and promotes post-surgery
recovery. An IV catheter and fluids are required for all patients 7 years or older.



CARDIOPULMONARY RESUSCITATION (CPR)

In the unexpected event of cardiopulmonary arrest, resuscitation (CPR) techniques may be used if approved by client. These

techniques would only be used in the event of a life-threatening situation. = $300

TAKE-HOME PAIN MEDICATION AND ANTIBIOTICS
